&lt;p&gt;A full&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; house in poker is a five-card hand containing a three-of-a-kind and a 

pair. It can &#128535;  also&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; be called â��a full boat,â�� more commonly shortened to just â��a boat.â�� A f

ull house is&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; considered a very &#128535;  strong hand in poker and it is often a wi

nning poker hand.

&lt;p&gt; this unique hand outranks many common poker &#128535;  hands, a full h

ouse is not unbeatable.&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;A full house is one of the best hands in poker, but it &#128535;  can&l

t;/p&gt;

One of the most memorable losses by a full house in p

oker history was&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; an unbelievable &#128535;  hand between poker superstars Daniel Negrea

nu and Gus Hansen.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;In one&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; hand during Season 2 of the popular television show High &#128535;  St

akes Poker, Negreanu was&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; dealt 6â� 6â�¥, while Hansen was dealt 5â�¦5â�£. When the dealer flopped 9â�£6â�¦5

â�¥, both players&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; had hit &#128535;  a set (or three-of-a-kind).&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Negreanu had a stranglehold on the hand as Hansen&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; was drawing all but dead to one card. &#128535;  But when the miracle 

5â�  fell on the turn, Hansen&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; catapulted into the lead and would clinch the hand when &#128535;  the

 8â�  fell on the river. After&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; they were all-in, Hansen would win aR$575,700 pot, which was the large

st in &#128535;  High Stakes&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; Poker history to that point.&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt; straight flushes â�� five consecutive cards in the same &#128535;  suit,

 which beats:&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt; â�� four cards of one rank plus a kicker of any other rank, which, in tu

rn, beats: &#128535;  Full&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;What Poker Hands Does a Full House Beat?&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;If youâ��re dealt a full house, you can&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; rest easy that youâ��ll &#128535;  win the pot more often than not. The 

three-and-two card mix of&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; the full house in poker beats many common &#128535;  and plenty of mor

e typical hands, as seen&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;In certain poker games, you must meet specific criteria to have this &#

&lt;p&gt; unless thereâ��s at &#128535;  least a pair on the board. As for seven-c

ard stud games, since three&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; cards are face down, full houses can &#128535;  be hidden, which is ex

tremely powerful and&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; dangerous.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;A full house beats:&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Flush â�� five cards of the same suit that are &#128535;  not&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; consecutive, which beats:&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Straight â�� a run of five consecutive cards in at least two&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; suits, which beats:&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Three-of-a-kind â�� three &#128535;  cards of the same rank, plus two oth

er&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; cards of differing and non-matching ranks, which beats:&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Pair â�� two cards of &#128535;  the same&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; rank, plus three other cards of differing and non-matching, which beat

s:&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;High card â��&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; five cards of differing ranks &#128535;  in at least two suits.&lt;/p&

&lt;p&gt;Who Wins if Both Players Have a&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; Full House?&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;In rare instances, two opponents could both have &#128535;  full houses

, often&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; resulting in an extremely large pot. When two very good poker hands ar

e up against each&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; other &#128535;  in the same hand like this, we typically call it a â��c

ooler.â��&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;Where two full&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; houses are up against each other, &#128535;  the rank of the three-of-

a-kind settles the&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; difference. For example, 5â� 5â�¥5â�¦6â� 6â�¦ beats 4â� 4â�¥4â�¦Kâ� Kâ�£.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;When playing with a standard&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; deck, there are &#128535;  only four cards of each rank. This means th

ere will never be a draw&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; between two full houses, except in &#128535;  games where cards are sh

ared (mostly flop games like&lt;/p&gt;) Tj T*

BT /F1 12 Tf 50 -1232 Td (&lt;p&gt; holdâ��em) or wild cards are utilized. In these cases, the pair &#128535

;  breaks ties where&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;The Probabilities of a Full House&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;The odds of being dealt a full house off&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; the top of &#128535;  a shuffled deck is 0.1441%.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;This is because in a standard 52-card deck there&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; are 3,744 combinations that make a full &#128535;  house out of a tota

l of 2,598,960 possible&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; hands. This is equivalent to odds of 693-to-1.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;For comparison, the odds of &#128535;  getting a&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; royal flush are 0.000154%, a straight 0.3925%, and a high hand 50.112%

&lt;p&gt;Examples of&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; Full Houses&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt; they are ordered from the highest rank to the lowest rank, as the &#12

&lt;p&gt; three-of-a-kind is prioritized.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;2â� 2â�¥2â�£Aâ� Aâ�¥ is described at showdown as â��a full house,&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;The relative strength &#128535;  of a full house, like all&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; hands, depends on the board (in flop games) or your opponentâ��s visible

 cards (in &#128535;  stud&lt;/p&gt;) Tj T*

BT /F1 12 Tf 50 -1624 Td (&lt;p&gt; games). In holdâ��em sometimes a full house can be the nuts (i.e. the be) Tj T*

sively. Because a full house&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; requires the board to contain at least one pair, you must be cautious 

in &#128535;  particular of&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; competing for full houses and fours-of-a-kind. The paired board will a

lso clue&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; opponents into the possibility of your &#128535;  hand, so you may nee

d to disguise the strength&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; of your hand by making slow plays like checks and calls. &#128535;  Fu

lly understanding poker&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt; strategy will let you maximize your pots and winnings.&lt;/p&gt;
